RE: London Residential 2027 

We are delighted to share details of our upcoming Year 6 Residential Visit to London, taking 
place from 16th–18th June 2027. This visit is always a highlight of Year 6 and provides the 
children with an unforgettable educational and cultural experience. 

The total cost of the visit will be £280, which includes: 

• A 3-day, 2-night residential stay from 16th–18th June 2027 
• A full food package, including breakfast, lunch and evening meals 
• Accommodation at YHA St Paul’s, London 
• Tickets to an evening West End theatre performance 
• Sightseeing across London, including famous landmarks such as Buckingham Palace, 

Big Ben, and visits to key museums 
• Train travel to and from London, along with London Underground travel throughout the 

visit 

To secure accommodation and theatre tickets, we must make advance bookings. Therefore, if 
you would like your child to take part in the visit, a £30 deposit must be paid via ParentPay by 
Friday 17th July. Please be aware that the deposit is non‑refundable, as it is used 
immediately to secure bookings. 

Once the deposit has been paid, you will be able to begin making instalment payments 
straight away. The final deadline for full payment is Friday 18th December 2026. 

After this date, we will be unable to add any further attendees, as all bookings must be 
confirmed and paid for in full in order to secure travel, accommodation and theatre tickets. 

Please note that once full payment has been made, refunds can only be issued if a 
replacement child is able to take the place. This is due to the fixed costs involved with 
transport, accommodation and theatre tickets. 

We are extremely excited to be able to offer this opportunity and hope that as many children 
as possible will be able to join us. Further details will be shared at the Year 6 Introductory 
Meeting later this term.
